AGREEMENT FOR THE USE OF SALVAGED MILLED MATERIALS

This Agreement is entered into by and between the Montana Department of Transportation
(MDT), and Ravalli County (County), effective on the date of the last signature.

WHEREAS, MDT has two MDT federal aid highway projects in Ravalli and Missoula Counties,
commonly referred to as Florence —North, NH 7-1(133)74 and Carlton Creek Road -Maclay Road, NH7-
2(55)78 (Projects).

WHEREAS, as part of the two Projects, the MDT contractor will mill approximately 6,800 and
6,820 cubic yards’, respectively, of asphalt from U.S. Highway 93.

WHEREAS, the salvaged milled materials must be removed and properly hauled to a site suitable
for other use or disposition. ‘

WHEREAS, the County is desirous of having salvaged milled materials delivered to the County for
use by the County.

NOW THEREFORE, MDT and the County agree as follows:

MDT shali:

1. Mill approximately 6,800 and 6,820 cubic yards, respectively, of asphalt from the two above-
described federal aid Projects administered by MDT. Milling on both Projects is tentatively
anticipated to occur during the 2012 construction season.

2. Deliver and stockpile approximately 6,800 cubic yards [Project NH 7-19133)74] and
approximately 320 cubic yards [Project NH 7-2(55)78] of the salvaged milled materials to the N.
Kootenai Road and U.S. Highway 93 intersection in Ravalli County;

3. Deliver and stockpile approximately 1,000 cubic yards [Project NH 7-2(55)78] of the salvaged
milled materials to the Hoover Lane and Dry Gulch Road intersection located east of Highway
203 between Florence and Stevensville; and

4. Recover and deliver the salvaged milled materials at no cost to the County.

COUNTY shall:

1. Accept delivery of the salvaged milled materials from MDT at the County stockpile locations
referenced above;

! It is understood that this is an estimate and the actual quantity of milled materials from the two Projects may be
more or less. )



2. Accept responsibility for the use of the salvaged milled materials only for the purposes of
providing public facility improvements including, but not necessarily exclusive to the uses

allowed as follows:

PAVING GRAVELED PUBLIC ROADS; USE AS BASE COURSE MATERIAL FOR COUNTY
ROADS; OVERLAY OF EXISITING PAVED SURFACES; EMBANKMENT OR SLOPE
FLATTENING OF EXISITNG PUBLIC ROADS; GUARDRAIL WIDENING; APPROACHES AND
INTERESECTIONS; AND OTHER PUBLIC USES; and

3. Not use the salvaged milled materials on or for any facility not owned or maintained by the
local government or other public agency in the County.
