►The Board met at 9:00 a.m. for a discussion and decision of a $7,000 loan by Resolution for MDT Aeronautics for the Airport Project (Update Environmental Assessment Phase IV Study; Layout plan/surveying and Apron Rehabilitation).  Per Commissioner Stoltz, the original application was for a grant, but MDT  changed the application from a grant to a  loan.  He noted the Commissioners are not at the stage for the layout plan etc., so right now the County does not need the loan.  Commissioner Chilcott made a motion to approve the loan resolution.  Commissioner Stoltz seconded the motion.  All voted "nay". (4-0) Glenda will contact Airport Engineer Rick Donaldson and advise him of this decision.  Commissioner Foss was not present for this meeting.

►Public Comment: Dennis Moore stated if the Commissioners would have moved forward with the first option (#2A) the airport reconstruction it would have been completed by now.

►The Board met at 9:10 a.m. for a discussion and decision regarding Election Office Space at the Administration Building.  Present was Clerk of Recorder Regina Plettenberg and her Elections staff.  They would like to install an opening into the mail room for extra space into their cramped election office.  Regina estimates she will need $150 for supplies and her husband Wes Plettenberg will donate his time. She also noted Maintenance Supervisor Cory Caddell has offered to help Wes over the weekend.  The mailboxes will need to be rekeyed and moved into the hall by her office.  Her budget will pay the $150 and the Commissioners can pay to rekey the mailboxes.  Commissioner Chilcott made a motion to move and rekey the mailboxes, install an opening into the mail room which will now become part of the elections office.  Commissioner Iman seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (4-0)  Commissioner Foss was not present for this meeting.

►The Board visited about various administrative matters that Glenda brought forth as well as the issues with the contract development for materials at the Edens Pit, and a letter to WGM which will be placed on the agenda next week.

►The Board met at 10:00 a.m. to discuss and make a decision on charges to the Farmers Market for power and other usage.  Present was Maintenance Supervisor Cory Caddell who notes there will be a shift of vendors utilizing spaces from 2nd Street to 3rd Street.  They will continue to utilize Bedford Street.  Cory is comfortable with charging $250.00 due to the Northwestern Energy audit and the reduction of the number of vendors that will plug into the electricity.  Discussion included the statutory obligations for these types of costs by the Commissioners.  Commissioner Burrows stated the Farmers Market is a community event for both vendors and buyers, so he sent out a personal email to his friends asking if they would be interested in donating money to help pay for this year's power bill.  So far approximately $100 has been donated.  Commissioner Stoltz made a motion to charge $250 for the annual electricity charges.  Commissioner Chilcott seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (5-0).  

Public Comment: Dan Mayer of the Farmers Market stated they have 100 members with 116 spaces, they are a non profit organization, and they want to be good neighbors.  He stated they feel comfortable about the $250.00 and he appreciates the donations as well as Commissioner Burrows lead on this.  Dan noted the Hamilton City Council meets at a later date to give formal approval for the first of April street closures.  Dan also stated they have good relationship with Museum and share space and other items such as chairs and tables.

Commissioner Chilcott advised Cory to work with the Farmers Market regarding any damages that might occur to County property and recovering that cost.  Cory stated he plans to  have good communication with the Farmers Market and the residential neighbors.  

All voted "aye".  (4-0)  Commissioner Iman was not present for this meeting.

►The Board met at 10:30 a.m. to open the 2013 Equipment Rental Bids.  Present was Road & Bridge Supervisor Dusty McKern.  It was noted Glenda ran proper legal notices.  Four bids were received as follows:

►The Board met at 11:00 a.m. to open the Hot Plant Asphalt Supply Bids. Present was Road and Bridge Supervisor Dusty McKern. It was noted Glenda ran proper legal notices.  Three bids were received as follows:
· MR Asphalt of Corvallis: bid the unit price at $55.65 per ton at Corvallis location with a unit total of $556,500.
· Knife River of Missoula: bid the unit price at $54.90 per ton at Missoula location with a unit total of $549,000. 
· Montana Materials Inc. DBA Blahnik Construction: bid the unit price at $51.50 per ton at Missoula location  with a unit price of $515,000.
