►Commissioner Greg Chilcott was in Helena for the legislative session.
►The Board met at 9:45 a.m. to make approval of a letter of support to Big Sky Trust Fund Economic Development for Tricon Commercial.  Discussion included the business history of Tricon Commercial, their business plan and that no representation from the Ravalli County Economic Development Authority was present for this meeting.  Commissioner Stoltz made a motion to sign the letter of support.  No second was received. Motion fails.

►The Board met at 10:00 a.m. with Sheriff Chris Hoffman, Detention Lt. Scott Leete and Administrative Assistant Trish Harrison to review and approve the extension contract for CBM Contract (detention facility meals) and the Spectrum Contract (detention medical services).  
· CBM Contract Extension: March 29, 2013 through March 28, 2014: this new rate was calculated based on the 2.1% Consumer Price Index rate for an increase in meal and snack prices. Commissioner Iman made a motion to approve of this contract extension for CBM.  Commissioner Stoltz seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (3-0)
· Spectrum Medical is a contract extension July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014 with two options of service.  Discussion included prisoner transport after the on-staff medical hours and current hours of medical services.  It was noted the current contract price is $224,111.00.  Proposed prices for Option #1 (8 hrs per day X 7 days per week) at $239,476.00 and Option #2 (12 hrs per day X 7 days per week) at $304,476.00.  It was agreed to reschedule this contract approval at a later date after further review. 

►The Board met at 10:35 a.m. for a review and possible approval of Eden's Pit Contract changes.  Also present was  Deputy County Attorney Howard Recht for a discussion of the changes in the last draft presented to the Eden's.  Commissioner Stoltz made a motion to approve the latest draft of the Eden's Pit with the legal description attached.  Commissioner Iman seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (3-0)
