►Minutes: Glenda Wiles
►The Board met at 9:05 a.m. with Missoula County Surveyor Steve Niday in regard to a GPS Base Reference Station in Ravalli County also called a CORS (Continuously Operating Reference System).  Present at this meeting was Planning Administrator Terry Nelson, GIS Director Ken Miller, I.T. Director Joe Frohlich, Office of Emergency Services Director Ron Nicholas and Emergency Services Staff Eric Hoover.  Steve stated he has been involved in building two of these stations in Missoula County and it was a financial cooperative effort between businesses and local governments.  Steve discussed definitions of the GPS System in the U.S. as well as other systems in the world along with the uses and benefits, and potential costs to Ravalli County.  (See handout).  Steve stated the initial investment of time is significant, stating 100 hours for location, construction etc.  After those initial hours the yearly maintenance would be 10-15 hours.  

Discussion included the cost savings of the Height Modernization Survey versus the Traditional Static GSP and Traditional Non-GPS Survey which is significant; if the CORS location would be compatible with the Airport Location Plan; benefits to the Flood Plain mapping; and funding.

Steve indicated he would be willing to set the test site up at the airport to see if the signal is appropriate for the National Geodetic Survey (Office of NOAA - National Ocean & Atmospheric Administration).  It was agreed to have Steve move forward on testing the site location at the airport.  Ken Miller will be the liaison to the Commissioners on this project.

Commissioner Foss was not present for this meeting.

►At 10:05 a.m. Clerk of Court Paige Trautwein met with the Board for an update and to discuss projects in the Clerk of Courts Office.  Also Present was Deputy Clerk of Court Mary Sawyer and Chief Financial Officer Klarryse Murphy.   Items of discussion included the 2012-2013 Detailed Jury Expenses which shows higher expenses due to more trials as well as Supreme Court Reimbursement; Construction and Installation of Security Glass; Pass Through Door and Public Computers (Full Court System Software);  and Custom Software Development between Black Mountain and Full Court Computer Programs which allows compatibility to communicate via electronic transfers with Accounting and the Treasurer at the Administration Building; (Linda from the Treasurer's Office spoke in favor of this software development); Project Probate for purge and microfilm and onsite and offsite storage requirements by MCA.  

Klarryse noted  there is $41,000 in the Judicial Building Capital Account and $5,800 in the District Court Clerks Capital Account.  She noted the Clerk of Court's operational budget is right on task and their revenues are up.  

Commissioner Chilcott made a motion to approve the security project (Security Glass with bids provided) and doors for secure storage (if approved by state) to come from Justice Center building reserves and probate and microfilm not to exceed $4,600 be funded from Clerk of Court capital reserve fund, Paige having her own budget authority on the custom software development.  Commissioner Iman seconded the motion.  All voted "aye". (4-0)

Citizen Penny Howe addressed the staples and paperclips and how labor intensive that process is.

Commissioner Foss was not present for this meeting.

►The Board continued the public meeting for AP Lot 3B1, Block 6 Riverview Orchards Minor Subdivision from March 27, 2013 at 10:55 a.m.  Present was Planner Kevin Waller, Planning Administrator Terry Nelson, Developers Consultant Gordon Sorenson and Neighbor Dennis Schneider.

Commission Chair followed the Agenda as follows:

5) Planning Staff Report on Variance and Subdivision (power point presentation) by Kevin Waller:  (See attached)

Commissioner Iman addressed naming the private road and the standard of the road with three residents.  Kevin noted the variance is to maintain a driveway status. 

6) Presentation from Gordon Sorenson Engineering on Variance and Subdivision:
which included the fire mitigation pro rata requirement (see attached sheet entitled Pro-Rata Estimate and Comments).  Gordon noted Eight Mile is a dead end road in which most of the area is already subdivided and the potential for development is limited.  Therefore the estimate by the county regarding clearing the right-of-way and top soil removal does not lend itself to any major reconstruction of Eight Mile.  Gordon stated a simple resurfacing should only be required. In regard to the driveway, Ravalli County does not have a set road standard.  The County relies on AASHTO and the low volume standards (see attached sheet entitled Two-Way Single Lane Roads), therefore there should be no requirement to upgrade it.  Gordon is proposing $2,321in Pro Rata with the original proposal at $5,034.

7. Public Comment on the Variance and or Subdivision:
Proponents: Dennis Schneider lives to the west of this proposal and he is in favor of this subdivision and variance.

Bill Menager stated this paving requirement is a good reason the need to review the paving on low volume roads.

8. BCC Deliberation on Variance:

Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (i).  The Board concurred.
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (ii).  The Board concurred.  (Discussion by Commissioner Iman was the location of the irrigation infrastructure).

9. BCC Decision on Variance:
Commissioner Chilcott made a motion to approve the variance as highlighted.  Commissioner Stoltz seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (4-0)

10. BCC Deliberation on Subdivision:
A. Prerequisites to Approval
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (i).  The Board concurred.
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (ii).  The  Board concurred.
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (iii).  The  Board concurred.  
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (iv).  The Board concurred.
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (v).  The Board concurred.  Dennis addressed water rights and delivery to the parcels by gravity feed, noting through the Home Owners Association they address the use and under pro rata share it will be divided out by the association.  Terry noted in regard to the irrigation ditch, if it is a water right then we determine what the facilities are, but in this case it is approved by the Ditch Association.  Commissioner Chilcott stated this information addresses his concern.  Commissioner Iman felt a 5' easement might not be sufficient for maintenance.  Terry stated the easement is not on this property.  Commissioner Iman felt comfortable with this explanation/information.

B. Compliance with Applicable Regulations
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (i).  The Board concurred.  Terry noted the flag lot is already present and they do not exceed the limitations.
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (ii).  The Board concurred.
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (iii).  The Board concurred.
Commissioner Chilcott concurs with highlight under (iv).  The Board concurred.

►Minutes now taken by Planning Administrator Terry Nelson due to another meeting Glenda needed to attend.

V  The Montana Subdivision and Platting Act, including but not limited to an evaluation of the impacts of the subdivision on the following review criteria:

(1) - Effects on Adjacent Agriculture Operations:
Commissioner Chilcott made a motion that based on the findings of fact and the conclusions of law and as subject to the conditions and requirements of approval, the potentially significant adverse impacts of the subdivision on agriculture will be sufficiently mitigated.  Commissioner Stoltz seconded the motion.  Discussion: Commissioner Chilcott states that having a future owner notification document that includes living next to ag land is important.  All voted "aye. (4-0)

(2)Effects on Agricultural Water Users Facilities:
Commissioner Iman questioned if easements were required inside the subdivision.  There was discussion that the two lots each get their water from different locations and there were no waterline going through the subdivision.  Commissioner Iman made a motion that based on the findings of fact and the conclusions of law  and as subject to the conditions and requirements of approval, the potentially significant adverse impacts of the subdivision on agriculture water user facilities will be sufficiently mitigated.  Commissioner Stoltz seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (4-0)

(3) Effects on Local Services:
Commissioner Chilcott requested concurrence on each item in the staff report. With variance from road requirements, Commissioner Chilcott discussed requiring a 20’ road with 1’ shoulders as requested by the fire department.  The Commissioners and the consultant agreed to the access of Lot 3-B1B.  The Commissioners concurred on Fire District with additional requirement. Commissioner Chilcott asked if there was response from the schools to the Planning Department.  Kevin Waller said no.  Commissioner Chilcott noted that no mitigation was offered to the schools, but that two letters were sent to the schools.  The Commissioners concurred that $250 to public safety services was sufficient.  The Commissioners concurred on Emergency Services.  There was discussion about the pro-rata amount of $5,084.34.  The consultant had received that amount in October 2012 and sent in a request to re-review that, but the Road and Bridge Department did not respond.  It was noted there were changes in personnel at the road department.  Terry discussed that a new pro-rata amount could be done prior to filing final plat and still meet the regulations.  Commissioner Chilcott struck the word FINAL from item #20 in the Staff Report and instructed Planning Staff (to capture in the conditions) that a final pro-rata will need to be paid prior to final plat.  The Commissioners concurred.  Commissioner Chilcott concurred on Water and Wastewater Districts, Solid Waste Services, Postal Services and Utilities.  The Board concurred.  Commissioner Chilcott made a motion that based on the findings of fact and the conclusions of law and subject to the conditions and requirements of approval in the staff report and including a 20’ driveway with 1’ shoulders to the access to Lot 3-B1B, and with the requirement that Pro-Rata can be paid on an updated pro-rata calculation, the potentially significant adverse impacts of the subdivision on local services will be sufficiently mitigated.   Commissioner Stoltz seconded the motion and all voted "aye".  (4-0)

(4) Effects on the Natural Environment:
Commissioner Chilcott made a motion that based on the findings of fact and the conclusions of law and subject to the conditions and requirements of approval, the potentially significant adverse impacts of the subdivision on the natural environment will be sufficiently mitigated.  Commissioner Iman seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (4-0).

(5) Effects on Wildlife:
Commissioner Chilcott made a motion that based on the findings of fact and the conclusions of law and subject to the conditions and requirements of approval. the potentially significant adverse impacts of the subdivision on wildlife will be sufficiently mitigated. Commissioner  Stoltz seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (4-0)

(6)  Effects on Wildlife Habitat:
Commissioner Chilcott made a motion that based on the findings of fact and the conclusions of law and as subject to the conditions and requirements of approval, the potentially significant adverse impacts of the subdivision on wildlife habitat will be sufficiently mitigated. Commissioner Stoltz seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (4-0)

(7) Effects on Public Health and Safety:
Commissioner Chilcott made a motion that based on the findings of fact and the conclusions of law and subject to the conditions and requirements of approval, the potentially significant adverse impacts of the subdivision on public health & safety will be sufficiently mitigated. Commissioner Iman seconded the motion.  Discussion: Commissioner Iman mentions that the requirement of a wider driveway helps the effect on Emergency Vehicle Access and Response time.  All voted "aye". (4-0)

11.  Commissioners Decision on Subdivision: 
Commissioner Chilcott expressed that the Commissioners considered and weighed  (A,C D E F and H) and based on that made a motion that the Post Amended Subdivision be conditionally approved, based on the findings of fact and conclusions of law in the staff report, and subject to the mitigating conditions, final plat requirements, and final plat application requirements in the staff report, as amended here today. Commissioner Iman seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (4-0)

12. Public Comment on items not on the agenda: 
Commissioner  Burrows asked for public comments not on the agenda, there were none.

13. Close Public meeting: Commissioner Burrows closed the meeting.Commissioner Foss was not present for this meeting.

►The Board met at 1:30 p.m. for a discussion and possible decision on continuing the Agreement for Forest Highway Program.  Present was Kent Miller and Amber Richardson of the Forest Service.  They explained while this agreement was submitted in 2011 under the Federal Highway Forest Program, it is  now called the Federal Access Program with different matching monies. The 13.42%  split is between the Forest Service and County.   Amber indicated they would like to resubmit on the Rye Creek Road project by utilizing the costs from 2011. Those costs were estimated at almost 3.4 million dollars with a total of 5.2 miles. Rip Rap and aggregate base might be considered as the  match and Forest Service could put in for CIP Funds.  The section of Rye Creek Road would be from Stone House Gulch to North Fork of the Rye.  After the turn off (1 1/4 miles) it would be a county road with county maintenance.

It was noted both the county and the Forest Service would need to sign off on this agreement.   Commissioner Chilcott made a motion to approve the funding request on the Rye Creek Road Project with Chair signature.  Commissioner Iman seconded the motion.  Discussion: It was agreed if this project comes to more than 3.4 million dollars, the county can bow out. This re-submittal simply keeps the project in line for funding.  All voted "aye". (4-0)

Commissioner Foss was not present for this meeting.

►The Board met at 2:00 p.m. for a decision on a request for a copier in the Extension Office.  Present was Extension Agent Katelyn Anderson.  Katelyn discussed the current copier lease with Office Solutions and other copiers including color.  This is a high volume  copier with 12,000 copies per month.  IT Director Joe Frohlich was now present.  Commissioner Chilcott made a motion to approve the purchase of the color printer Sharp MX 3110N.  Commissioner Iman seconded  the motion.  Commissioners Burrows, Chilcott, Iman and Foss voted "aye".  Commissioner Stoltz voted "nay". Motion carried (4-1).

►The Board met at 2:30 p.m. on a Request for Ag Covenant Revocation by Jack and Jacquelyn Adams for a two-lot aggregation at 913 Our Lane, Hamilton.  (See attached Request for Commission Action).  Present was Planner Kevin Waller and Planning Administrator Terry Nelson.  Kevin presented the request and discussed the re-aggregation of a lot created with the agricultural covenant.  Commissioner Stoltz made a motion that the requested revocation of agricultural covenant on Parcel B, Certificate of Survey #557542-A be approved, as long as the Adams' file the approved Aggregation (SEA-2013-08) in conjunction with the revocation of agricultural covenant.  Commissioner Iman seconded the motion and all voted "aye". (5-0)
